We have been told that some essential work is underway

                and a new odour control unit is expected to be installed and handed

                over in December 2011, as well as the management of day to day

                activities.

           We hope that Yorkshire Water’s investment of £3.25m and

           commitment to tackling the issue of odour at the site results in a

           satisfactory conclusion and that the East Riding of Yorkshire Council

           will continue to monitor the situation.”
