DC/09/00535/PAD/EASTSE – Display of externally illuminated fascia sign and hanging sign at the Co-operative Local Store 11 at Place Hedon for Food Programme Delivery Orchid Group – Application type – consent to display an advertisement

RESOLVED:
 that Hedon Town Council most strongly objects to this proposal as it is completely out of character, bearing in mind this building’s prominent position within the Town Centre Conservation Area.  The signage blatantly disregards the Town Centre Conservation Area status and detracts from the visual ambience of the historic Market Square.  
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The proposal does nothing to enhance the appearance of the building and the street scene as a whole and, in the opinion of the Town Council, compounds the erosion of the ancient Market Place façade. We request that, if the planning officer recommends a different decision, it should be referred to the appropriate committee / sub committee.

It was further RESOLVED that a meeting be arranged with English Heritage to discuss matters further.

DC/09/00575/PLF/EASTSE – Erection of shop front to replace recessed entrance and associated alterations at the Co-operative Local Store 11 Market Place Hedon for the Co-operative Group – Application type – full planning permission

RESOLVED:
  that Hedon Town Council most strongly objects to this proposal as it is completely out of character, bearing in mind this building’s prominent position within the Town Centre Conservation Area.  The removal of the existing recessed doorway changes the external appearance of this traditional shop front to the detriment of this important parade of shops.  We now have a situation where none of the windows are used for the display purposes for which they were originally designed and all there is to see is a row of screens placed up against the glass.  The proposal does nothing to enhance the appearance of the building and the street scene as a whole, and, in the opinion of the Council, compounds the erosion of the ancient Market Place façade.

Hedon Town Council expresses concern regarding the apparent loss of storage space to the rear of the building and raises the question of the external waste goods and packaging storage area now being inadequate.

.We request that, if the planning officer recommends a different decision, it should be referred to the appropriate committee / sub committee.
