1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Cllr. M. D. Bryan and Miss D. Storr.
2. Confirmation of the Minutes
The Minutes of the Meeting of the Property Committee of the Hedon Town Council held on 9th April 2009 were agreed as being a correct record of the proceedings thereat.
3. Matters Arising from the Minutes
6) Red Cross Hut Car Park – Standing Water  The Town Clerk gave advice from the Council’s legal representative in that, as per the terms of the lease, maintenance of land and buildings is the responsibility of the British Red Cross.
10) Emergency Lighting – Town Hall  (Cllr. D. Thompson declared a personal prejudicial interest in the above item as he is employed by the company quoting and left the room).  The Town Clerk gave details of additional emergency lighting required and a quotation to carry out the work is £515.60 – refer to the Finance & General Purposes Committee.

4. Declaration of Interests
It was agreed that any declaration of interest be made at the appropriate item.
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5. Use of Far Bank
Following discussion it was RESOLVED that the Children’s Centre be allowed to use Far Bank on numerous dates throughout the spring and summer.  It was further RESOLVED that the Town Clerk in consultation with two other Members be authorised to take any appropriate action should any problems arise.

6. Boiler – Flue Pipes
The Town Clerk informed Members that the external vent looked neat and tidy with no obvious problems.  RESOLVED refer to Kitchen Extension Working Group for further discussion.

7. Land at Baxtergate – Update
The Town Clerk gave a valuation of land at Baxtergate supplied by the Diocese of Middlesbrough - £5,000.00.  RESOLVED noted pending further information.

8. Watson Park – Seed Planting
RESOLVED:

9. Kitchen Extension / Toilet Refurbishment – Update
(Cllr. J. Ledger declared a personal interest in the above item due to him having previous business dealings with the architect.  Cllr. G. F. Thurston declared a personal interest in the above item due to his association with the Alexandra Hall Committee).

The Town Clerk informed Members that the architect had submitted updated plans to the Conservation Officer for comment.  RESOLVED noted pending further information. 
10. Cleaning ./ Repair Paintings
(Cllr. N. Black declared a personal prejudicial interest in the above item due to him having business dealings with a company submitting a quotation and left the room).

The Town Clerk gave details of assessment work carried out by GMHW and subsequent invoice received for which no instruction nor order number had been issued.  It was RESOLVED that due to this work never having been ordered the invoice not be paid.

Quotations for work on three paintings were given.  Following discussion it was RESOLVED that quotation no. 3 (£790.00) for work on Alderman James Iveson portrait be accepted and implemented.
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11. Cemetery
(i)  Memorial Maintenance   The Town Clerk informed Members that she had concerns regarding inadequate record keeping of safety tests and repair work on memorials in the Hedon Cemetery / Churchyard.  Following discussion it was RESOLVED that::-

a) the Town Clerk investigate other Town / Parish Council procedures and report back to the next meeting

b) ERNLLCA be asked for their advice

c) All findings be referred to a Cemetery Working Group (to include C. Everingham – Cemetery Supervisor) for further discussion.

(ii)  Computerised System   The Town Clerk gave details of a computer Cemetery Records Programme available and sample documents from the programme were circulated.  The Town Clerk also confirmed that the cost of the system is £1,000.00 plus £399.00 training costs.  Following considerable discussion it was RESOLVED that:-

a) that the software system be referred to a Cemetery Working Group for further discussion

b) prices for a fire-proof filing cupboard for Cemetery Records be sought and submitted to the next meeting

12. Silver Show DVD 

A letter from the producer of the Silver Show DVDs having been circulated it was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk obtain legal advice regarding copyright issues.

(Cllr. J. P. Dennis joined the meeting during discussion of the above).

13. Watering of Hanging Baskets
The Town Clerk informed Members that

(i)
the East Riding of Yorkshire Council had agreed to lease the former library van shed to Hedon Town Council on a temporary basis – RESOLVED – noted.

(ii)  a Hanging Basket watering operative had been appointed.  RESOLVED – noted.
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The Town Clerk gave details of a quotation received to supply a watering barrel electric truck and the Chairman gave details of a recent demonstration of the truck. It was RESOLVED that the quotation be accepted - £8,400.00 + VAT.  £250 delivery and the truck be purchased.
14. Distaff Lane Store
The Town Clerk informed Members that insurers had approved emergency repairs which had now been completed to the value of £1,322.50.  The Town Clerk also informed Members that the whole roof required replacing and that insurers had been informed and had requested an additional quotation to provide a new roof.

It was RESOLVED that

(i) action for this be noted and approved

(ii) on completion of repairs the erection of bollards around the store building be discussed in order to prevent additional damage from lorries.
