1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors N. Black, Mrs. I. Robinson, Miss D. Storr and D. Thompson.

2. Declaration of Interests
It was agreed that any declaration of interest be made at the appropriate item.

3. Confirmation of the Minutes
The Minutes of the Meeting of the Property Committee of the Hedon Town Council held on 14th May 2009  were agreed as being a correct record of the proceedings thereat.
4. Matters Arising from the Minutes
There were no matters arising from the Minutes.

5. Confirmation of the Minutes of a Special Meeting
The Minutes of a Special Meeting of the Property Committee of the Hedon Town Council held on 28th May 2009 were agreed as being a correct record of the proceedings thereat.
6. Matters Arising from the Minutes
There were no matters arising from the Minutes.

7. Boiler – Flue Pipes

Cllr. J. Ledger gave details of gas piping to the side of the Town Hall   building.  Following discussion it was RESOLVED that:-

(i) a letter be sent to Mr. P. Read regarding the possibility of a second gate being erected in line with the front of the Town Hall and Alison hall buildings as was the situation previously

(ii) a registered gas fitter be asked for advice and quotation to carry out works to conceal the pipes.

8. Land at Baxtergate – to receive a Valuation
The Town Clerk gave details of a valuation received for land at Baxtergate, Hedon - £15,000.000. Following discussion it was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk contact the VOA for a second valuation – cost up to £200.00 – and this matter be referred to the Finance & General Purposes Committee to receive costings.

9. Watson Park – Seed Planting
The Chairman commented on the proliferation of wild flowers at this time in Watson Park – RESOLVED – noted.

10. Kitchen Extension / Toilet Refurbishment
(Cllr. J. Ledger declared a personal interest in the above item due to him having previous business dealings with the Architect.  Cllr. G. F. Thurston declared a personal interest in the above item due to him having involvement with the Alexandra Hall Committee).

The Vice Chairman, Cllr. Mrs. B. Goldspink, read a letter submitted to the meeting by Cllr. D. Thompson stating that he wished to propose that Hedon Town Council do not proceed further with this project at this time due to the current economic climate.  Updated plans having been circulated it was RESOLVED that they be submitted for planning approval.  It was further RESOLVED that,  on the receipt of planning permission, quotations be sought and the situation be reviewed at this time.

11. Cemetery – Memorial Maintenance
The Town Clerk gave details of other Parish / Town Councils’ procedures for memorial testing.  Following discussion it was RESOLVED that Cllrs. J. Ledger and A. Marshall in consultation with the Town Clerk pursue the matter and report back to a future meeting.

12. Fire Proof Cupboard Provision
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The Town Clerk gave details of quotations received to provide a fireproof filing cupboard.  It was RESOLVED that:-
(i) quotations be sought for a cupboard with double doors with fire resistant properties greater that 30 minutes

(ii) function tables currently stored in the “back” office be relocated to the recently acquired storage facility in the Church Lane Car Park.

13. Silver Show DVD – Copyright
Information having been circulated and following considerable discussion it was RESOLVED that Cllrs. M. D. Bryan and J. P. Dennis meet with S. Williams to discuss the matter further.

14. Distaff Lane Store – Update
The Town Clerk gave details of comments made by the loss adjuster in that, in his opinion, the £4,250.00 quoted to repair the store building is not recoverable under the insurance policy due to it being difficult to see that such a level of damage had been caused by the impact of an unidentified vehicle.  Following discussion it was RESOLVED that additional quotations for repair be sought.

15. Cricket Club – Lease of Land
(Cllr. Mrs. B. Goldspink declared a personal prejudicial interest in the above item due to her owning property adjacent to Middle Lane and left the room.)
It was RESOLVED that further information be requested from the Cricket Club.

16. Authorisation of Invoices – Property Committee
Following discussion it was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk liaise with the Chairman on any invoices over £1,000.00 in value.

17. Dog Bins – Fouling
It was RESOLVED that an article re dog fouling be placed in the Hedon Newsletter.

18. Yorkshire Day Flag
The Town Clerk read a letter from St. Augustine’s Church regarding the possibility of Hedon Town Council purchasing a Yorkshire Day flag for use by the church and Hedon Town Council.
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The Mayor, Cllr. Mrs. A. Suggit very kindly agreed to purchase a flag and donate it to the Town.

19. Tree on Land at Fairfax Drive
The Town Clerk gave details of a request to prune a tree at Fairfax Drive owned by Hedon Town Council which was allegedly causing a nuisance.  The Chairman and Vice Chairman gave details of a site visit to inspect the tree.  It was RESOLVED that:-
(i) the Town Clerk write to the East Riding of Yorkshire Council requesting that a Tree Preservation Order be placed on the tree.

(ii) The Tree Officer be asked to inspect the tree.

(iii) The complainant – Mr. J. – be informed that the Tree Officer will be asked to inspect the tree.

20. Land on the South Side of Magdalen Lane
(Cllr. M. D. Bryan declared a personal interest in this item as he owns adjacent property and left the room.)

Information from the Land Registry showing a proposed map update having been circulated it was RESOLVED that it be noted.

21. Use of Parking Bays- Market Place
The Town Clerk read a letter from Cllr. D. Thompson on behalf of St. Augustine’s Church requesting use of the loading bays on the Market Place for a Yorkshire Day event – 1st August 2009.  Following considerable discussion it was RESOLVED that:-
(i) the neb be offered plus, after 10.00 a.m., one additional loading bay.

(ii) The East Riding of Yorkshire Council, Highways Department, be asked to revisit the new loading bay signage as it appears confusing and contradictory.
