The Town Clerk gave details of a quotation received for a suitably qualified person to travel to Hedon to quote for cleaning/repair of paintings - £250.00 plus mileage.  It was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk pursue an alternative quotation.
6. Red Cross Hut Car Park – Standing Water (referred from previous meeting)

(Cllr I Robinson declared a personal interest in the above item due to her having past dealings with the Red Cross)

The Chairman gave details of problems with standing water and other matters at the Red Cross site.  It was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk consider the terms of the lease and report back to the next meeting.
