3. Confirmation of the Minutes

The Town Clerk informed Members that the Hedon W.I. had very kindly agreed to fund a bench installed on land at Alison Garth. RESOLVED – noted with grateful and sincere thanks.

It was further RESOLVED that Cllr. B. Goldspink liaise with the W.I. regarding possible location for a planter and regarding an inscription for the bench.
8. Rear of Town Signs – Printing

11. Land at Baxtergate
The Town Clerk reported that an offer of £10,000 had been made for land at Baxtergate but that the Diocese had asked that Hedon Town Council fund their own legal costs. It was RESOLVED that the above be accepted and action.

It was RESOLVED that Hedon Town Council keeps the old watering barrel in reserve.

13. General Works Operatives – Movement from Site to Site
It was RESOLVED that a bicycle, lock and helmet be purchased upto the value of £150.

14. Strong Room Door
The Town Clerk gave details of options and costings for repair.  Following discussion it was RESOLVED that:-

(i) the first option – cost £1,395.00 + VAT be implemented

(ii) the Town Clerk speak to the bank(s) in Hedon re temporary storage of items.
