1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors N. Black, Mrs. I. Robinson, Miss D. Storr and Mrs. A. Suggit.
2. Declaration of Interests
It was agreed that any declaration of interest be made at the appropriate item.

3. Confirmation of the Minutes
The Minutes of the Meeting of the Property Committee of the Hedon Town Council held on 11th March 2010 were agreed as being a correct record of the proceedings thereat.
4. Matters Arising from the Minutes
There were no matters arising.

5. Bench Illustration / Costings
Illustrations and costing for a wooden bench having been circulated it was RESOLVED that they be accepted as standard for supply in the Hedon Cemetery – Town clerk to define additional labour / fixing costs.

(Cllr. M. D. Bryan declared a personal interest at this point as he owns property on Alison Garth.)

It was further RESOLVED that a bench as above be purchased and installed on land at Alison Garth as previously agreed and that a plaque with the Hedon Crest be placed on the bench.  
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It was RESOLVED that thanks be recorded to the Chairman for his work on this project.
6. Hearing Loop Provision

Following discussion it was RESOLVED that a demonstration of equipment quoted at £1,250.00 be arranged.

7. Town Sign
It was RESOLVED that the damaged sign be returned to Hedon Town Council and the possibility of repair utilizing a steel “sleeve” be pursued.

8. Lantern - Town Hall

It was RESOLVED that:-

(i) the Town Clerk contact the East Riding of Yorkshire Council regarding the possibility of bollards being erected outside the Town Hall building to prevent further damage

(ii) the lantern be repaired.

9. Ditch- Watson Park
Following discussion it was RESOLVED that Hedon Town Council is committed to its responsibilities as riparian owner of land at Watson Park and will contribute 50% of funding for ditch clearance subject to prior approval of a quotation by this Committee.

10. Bushes / Trees – Darrell Court
(Cllr. G. F. Thurston declared a personal interest in this item as he has relatives residing in the Darrell Court area.  Cllr. J.P. Dennis declared a personal interest in this item as he owns property in the Darrell Court area.)

The Town Clerk gave details of subsidence allegedly caused by bushes on land owned by Hedon Town Council and informed Members that all paperwork had been forwarded to Mr. T. Whitehead (Arboriculturist) for him to deal with.  It was RESOLVED that this action be noted and supported and that any further information be reported back in due course.
11. Cracks in Council Chamber Wood
It was RESOLVED that the cracked wood panels and other small matters be dealt with by the decorator.
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12. Dog Fouling – Far Bank
(Cllr. G. F. Thurston declared a personal interest in the above item as he is a dog owner.)

Following discussion it was RESOLVED that:-

(i) signs previously purchased be erected at various locations

(ii) yellow “spray on” stencils be placed at various locations on the Inman’s Road Estate

(iii) an article on dog fouling be submitted to the local newspaper(s)

13. Land Registered to Hedon Town Council

Information having been circulated it was RESOLVED that:-

(i) the Town Clerk pursue a map of Hedon

(ii) thanks be recorded to the Town Clerk for work on land registration

14. Cemetery – to consider two applications for transfer of ownership of burial right
(Cllr. G. F. Thurston declared a personal interest in this item as he is a Member of the Royal British Legion, Hedon Branch Committee)

It was RESOLVED that the right of burial currently in the names of Hutchinson and Newby be transferred, as requested.

15. William Kirk Painting
It was RESOLVED that the painting of William Kirk be professionally restored.

16. Horsewell Pond – A Way Forward
It was RESOLVED that a Working Group comprising Cllrs. Bryan, Ledger, Marshall and Thompson meet to discuss a way forward.

17. Land at Baxtergate – Update
Following discussion it was RESOLVED that a letter be sent to the Diocese of Middlesboro’ (recorded delivery) stating that if the situation regarding valuation / sale of land is not resolved in one month’s time then Hedon Town Council will take repossession of their land at Baxtergate.
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18. Correspondence

19. Information / Future Business
(i) Tree – Ainslie Road – Town Clerk given instructions to General Works Supervisor to fell as tree is leaning on fence of adjacent property
