1. Apologies for Absence
There were no apologies for absence.
2. Declaration of Interests
It was agreed that any declaration of interest be made at the appropriate item.

3. Confirmation of the Minutes
The Minutes of the Meeting of the Property Committee of the Hedon Town Council held on 8th April 2010 were agreed as being a correct record of the proceedings thereat.
4. Matters Arising from the Minutes
5) Bench Illustrations / Costings  (Cllr. Mrs. B. Goldspink declared a personal interest in the above item as she is a Member of the W.I.)   The Town Clerk informed Members that the W.I. had offered to fund a bench and planter in the town – Chairman/Vice Chairman and Town Clerk to pursue.

Item – next agenda – “Rear of Town Signs – printing”
8)  Lantern – Town Hall   The Town Clerk reported on comments from Mike Peeke – East Riding of Yorkshire Council Highways Officer – regarding the possibility of bollards being erected outside the Town Hall – matter ongoing.
9)  Ditch – Watson Park – the Town Clerk updated Members with progress thus far with regard to contacting riparian owner of Whychcroft.  Matter ongoing.
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12)  Dog Fouling – Far Bank  - signs to be erected at Love Lane, Twyers Lane, Inmans Estate, Cally and West Lane.

5. East Riding of Yorkshire Council proposed “Model” House Experiment, Greville Road Amenity Area
(Cllr. G. F. Thurston declared a personal interest in this item as he has relatives residing in the Greville Road area.)

The Chairman reported on a meeting with the East Riding of Yorkshire Council regarding the above - that the “experimental house” could be erected at the top of Albina Garth on The Gannock and that the East Riding of Yorkshire Council will ensure that land will be reinstated once the experiment is completed.  RESOLVED noted and supported.

6. Proposed Kitchen Extension / Toilet Upgrade
The Town Clerk gave details of one quotation received.  It was RESOLVED that the quotation be referred back to the Working Group for consideration.
(Cllrs. M. D. Bryan, B. Goldspink, D. Storr, A. Suggit and D. Thompson wished to be recorded as voting against the above resolution.)
7. Amenity Areas and Facilities – Grasscutting and Maintenance
Cllr. G. Thurston commented on grounds maintenance issues around the town.   Following discussion it was RESOLVED that:-

(i) thanks and appreciation be recorded in relation to work carried out by grounds maintenance staff

(ii) the Town Clerk and Chairman look at issues raised.

8. Use of Market Place / Neb
It was RESOLVED that permission be granted to the NHS to utilise space on the Market Place to advertise a new campaign.

9. Interior Re-decoration Works
The Town Clerk gave details of a quotation received to carry out remedial re-decoration works in the Town Hall Council Chamber.  It was RESOLVED that the quotation be accepted.
The Town Clerk commented on an additional quotation to carry out re-decoration of the toilets.
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(Cllr. G. F. Thurston declared a personal interest at this point due to him having involvement with the Alexandra Hall Committee.)
It was RESOLVED that the Chairman, Vice Chairman and the Town Clerk meet with the Alexandra Hall Committee to discuss funding for re-decoration.  It was further RESOLVED that should the Alexandra Hall not be willing to contribute to re-decoration works then Hedon Town Council will accept the quotation and the work will be carried out in time for Yorkshire Day.
10. Safety Testing of Memorials – Hedon Cemetery and Churchyard
Cllr. J. Ledger reported on recommendations from a recent Working Group meeting in that it is recommended that C. Everingham carry out memorial testing and any related maintenance work immediately and that future testing be carried out during winter months by Hedon Town Council grounds maintenance staff.  RESOLVED – noted and supported.
11. Web Archiving
It was RESOLVED that a quotation be sought.

12. Proposed Erection of a Basket Ball Net at the British Red Cross Building
It was RESOLVED that the request be supported.

13. Town Hall Toilets
This item was dealt with under item 9 on the agenda.

14. Damp – Town Clerk’s Office
The Town Clerk gave details of a quotation received.  It was RESOLVED that a quotation of £87.00 to replace the power unit be accepted and limited testing be carried out, if necessary, at a cost of £350.00. Any additional work required to be reported to this Committee prior to being carried out.

15. Tables (Council Chamber and Others)
Following discussion it was RESOLVED that:-

(i) four additional square plastic folding tables be purchased
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(ii) the Chairman to investigate costs to purchase new meeting tables x 4.
(iii) grounds staff be authorised to assist with any future table moving during working hours.

16. CCTV
Cllr. J. Dennis gave details of problems with certain cameras.  It was RESOLVED that Cllr. Dennis continue to pursue these matters and report back to a future meeting.

17. Land at Baxtergate
The Town Clerk gave details of an offer from the Diocese to purchase land at Baxtergate.  It was RESOLVED that a value of £10,000.00 be suggested to the Diocese, with a clause, as discussed incorporated into the sale and that the Diocese be asked to pay all legal costs.  It was further RESOLVED that an item “Land at Station Lane” be referred to the June meeting of the Finance & General Purposes Committee.

18. Ditch – Greville Road Play Area
(Cllr. G. F. Thurston declared a personal interest in this item as he has relatives residing in the area.)

The Town Clerk gave details of quotations received to clear the ditch at the Greville Road amenity area.  It was RESOLVED that quotation “B” be accepted.

19. Artifacts offered to Hedon Town Council
It was RESOLVED that no further action be taken on this matter but that a letter of thanks be sent to Mr. Winkler for his help with valuations.
20.    East Riding of Yorkshire Council Street Sweeper – use of Hedon Town Council Lock-up
The Town Clerk reported that there had not been any problems with this arrangement.  It was RESOLVED that the arrangement continue on a month by month basis.
(Cllr. Miss D. Storr left the meeting at this point.)
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21.       Hedon Cemetery – to consider a Request to Plant a Tree
It was RESOLVED that, on the Chairman’s recommendation, the request be denied.
