2. Confirmation of the Minutes

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4. Declaration of Interests

5. Draw-String bags for Silver
Cllr. A. Marshall reported on progress thus far.  It was RESOLVED
 that information be noted and thanks be recorded to Cllr.

6. Small Tractor - repairs
The Town Clerk reported that alternative quotations for repairs to the small tractor were more expensive than the original quotation of £3,000.00 (additional quotation £3,149.00).  It was RESOLVED that the original quotation be accepted and repairs be carried out.
7. SCCL – Donation request
Following discussion it was RESOLVED that SCCL be asked to donate funding for restoration of the Horsewell Pond and/or tree planting in Hedon.
8. Erection of Christmas Trees
The Town Clerk informed members that a local specialist lift company (P. Hird & Sons) had assessed St. Augustine’s Gate, Market Place and Souttergate regarding the possibility of providing a platform lift or other appropriate equipment to aid the erection of Christmas trees.  The Town Clerk informed members that following a site visit P. Hird & sons had informed her that they were unable to supply appropriate equipment due to the varying nature of the locations of trees.  The Chairman explained that he had discussed alternative safety methods with the General Works Supervisor and it is recommended that a reasonable and practicable solution was to use a harness and caribeena, an anti-slip mat at the base of the ladder, ladder stabilizers and the ladder be footed correctly to erect the trees.  It was RESOLVED that this action be supported.
9. Trees – Greville Road Amenity Area
(Cllr. G. Thurston declared a personal interest in this item as he has close relatives in the area).
