Hedon Town Council has not raised the precept for six years; for the last four years the cost has been offset by receipt of a council tax support fund from central government (£39,441 over four years), grants received and use of the Council’s reserves.  Unfortunately, the council tax support funding for 2016-2017 will only amount to £4,383 and there will be no more funding.  
Hedon Town Council has set the precept for 2016-2017 at £156,800 which equates to an increase of £10.92 per Band D per annum.
