Prior to last year Hedon Town Council had not raised its precept for six years in order to take advantage of the council tax support fund from central government.  With the ending of that fund, but with continuing cost increases such as living wage, the Council has found it necessary to raise the precept to address the deficit between income and expenditure.  
Hedon Town Council has set the precept for 2017-2018 at £196,000 which equates to an increase of £17.35 per Band D household per annum.
