Last year the Town Council saw the erosion of the Council’s reserves halted.  This year’s Precept reflects the cost increases imposed on the Council (eg Minimum Wage and pension contributions); but the Council has also budgeted to cover major asset improvements like the upgrading of the CCTV, Town Hall repairs and a Cemetery extension which will be of long term benefit to residents.

Hedon Town Council set the precept for 2018-2019 at £205,780 which equates to an increase of £3.67 per Band D household per annum.
