Updates on the Minutes

Amy Black car park update - stone chippings ordered and GWS will apply to the necessary areas.

Declaration of Interests
4.1
It was agreed that any declaration of interest be dealt with at the time the relevant item was discussed.

4.2       There were no dispensations to be noted.
5. To consider amendments to the draft Scout Hut lease
Cllr Brindley declared and interest in this item with an interest in the neighbouring property.

Members reviewed the clauses that need a decision or further instruction. Members approved the revision of Clause 3.8.3. and agreed that Clause 3.16 ‘The Tenant should at least be obliged to use reasonable endeavours to procure that the interest of the Landlord is noted on the policy’, the Clerk will request that the Town Council receive a copy of the insurance policy and schedule each year as per Clause 3.16.2. However, Members required further clarification regarding the fencing on the Western and Southern boundary; the Clerk and Cllr Dennis will investigate this matter further. Also, Members requested clarification on the ownership of the Scout building on the land, and whether the lease is with the local Scout group or the national organisation, the Clerk will investigate both issues. The draft lease will be put before the Committee when the information requested has been collated.

Resolved:
that the Clerk would investigate the matters highlighted by Members and the draft lease put before Committee at a future meeting.
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6. To consider the condition of the town’s roads with particular reference to potholes
The Chairman note that potholes are an East Riding wide issue and ERYC are addressing the matter as best they can with new funds being release to deal with the problem. It was agreed that the Clerk would write to ERYC Highways to point out that whilst the Council is aware of the budget constraints, they trust that provision for highway maintenance for pothole repairs would be prioritised in the coming financial year and request that the Area Engineer, Terry Weaver, would visit the town for a site visit in April to access the problem.

Resolved:
that the Clerk would contact ERYC’s Area Engineer and ask for the funds for repairs to be prioritised in the coming financial year and to request a site visit in April.

7. To consider offering residents the opportunity to fill and collect sand bags in light current weather/land conditions

Members consider the matter and considered this ERYC’s responsibility. The Clerk would make enquiries with ERYC as to who/where residents can obtain sandbags should the need arise.
