1.	Apologies for Absence
	Apologies were received from Cllrs S Gallant (prior commitment) P Hinch (prior commitment) and Cllr D Thompson (illness) 
	Resolved:	that apologies were accepted

2.	Confirmation of the Minutes 
The Minutes of the meeting of the Property Committee of the Hedon Town Council held on 04 December 2025 were agreed as being a correct record of the proceedings subject to the following amendments:
Resolved:	that the minutes, subject to the above amendments, were confirmed as a true record.

3.	Updates on the Minutes 
No updates on the minutes

4.	Declaration of Interests
4.1	It was agreed that any declaration of interest be dealt with at the time the relevant item was discussed.
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5	Proposal for a path across Far Bank to Cadet Hut - Update
	The Clerk had checked the deeds for the land owned by the Town Council which excluded the Scout Hut and an area surrounding the access to the bridge over the drain which could perhaps be in the ownership of the Environment Agency.  She noted that the cadets had tidied up the tarmac path recently which had originally been laid by the cadets.  No evidence had been found of a historic monument under the land in this area.  In order for the Cadets to have laid the original path it is assumed that they had ownership over that particular bit of land.  

	The Chairman will bring the Cadet Leader up to date with the information found.  The Council were happy to support the improvement of the path to the bridge if the work was undertaken by the EA who it was believed owned that section of the land.	Members also felt it was appropriate to look further into costings for a path to the play area.

Resolved:	that further investigation into the cost would be undertaken regarding a pathway to the play area
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6. Plans for a memorial Garden in Cemetery - Update
The Clerk was still waiting for quotes that had been requested but it was unlikely that any more would be known before the Christmas break.  This item would be on the next agenda when it was hoped more information would be available. 

7. Emergency Town Hall Roof - Update
The Clerk noted that the work to the roof was complete and the front of the Town Hall was watertight.  Unfortunately, another leak had been found on the outside wall of the Mayor’s Parlour which had been pointed with the incorrect materials.  She would include an item on the next agenda for action to be taken.

8. Update re filming request in Cemetery
The Clerk noted that the filming was due to take place within the next two weeks for a Channel 4 programme.

9	Residents request for bench of Market Hill
The Clerk had received a request for a memorial bench to be place on Market Hill opposite the Surgery for the resident’s wife who had worked at the surgery for 30 years.  The proposed site would be near Cllr Marshall’s memorial bench.

Resolved:	that the Council would approve the request subject to the resident using the company that supplies the Council with memorial benches (Woodcraft); the specific site would be agreed with Town Clerk

10 Crime Report from Police Crime Prevention Visit
The Chairman referred to the report which had been carried out free of charge.  Members felt that it was important that security measures were improved and that the recommendations, where it was possible to implement them bearing in mind the Town Hall’s heritage status, should be undertaken where possible.  Concern was raised at the cost of implementing all the suggested improvements within the proposed budget for 2026-27.  The Clerk said that the Town Hall Intruder Alarm maintenance was scheduled to take place next week and she could obtain quotes for associated ‘alarm’ recommendations and bring the costs back to the next meeting.  She also noted that any changes to doors and windows would require Conservation Planning approval.

Resolved:	that the recommendations contained in the Crime Report should be implemented although it was agreed that the work could be done in stages, subject to budget, costings and any planning permissions 
The Town Clerk was asked to write a letter of thanks to the Police Crime Prevention Team.

11 	Correspondence
11.1	A request had been received for some stepping stones on the boundary of Watson Park and Magdalen Lane.  Members felt that this would be a problem when cutting the grass in the area and didn’t think stepping stones were appropriate or necessary.
11.2	A request had been received for a bench to be installed on Inmans Road.  The area suggested was on land owned by ERYC (although the grass was cut by Hedon Town Council on their behalf). The Clerk would investigate with ERYC regarding ownership.
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12.	Members points of information and items for next agenda
12.1	The Clerk noted that it would be necessary to deliver the King John Charter and Seal to Harrogate for the work agreed by Council.  She was looking into the best way to achieve this.
12.2	Cllr Dennis reminded members about the proposal to reinstate a path across Market Hill; the Town Clerk was awaiting information and would put this back on a future agenda when more information on the state of the path and costs were received.
12.3	It was noted that there was water in the Ivy Lane pond.  The Clerk would ask Cllr Hinch (Chair of the Working Group) if another meeting was required.
