Application Type – Full Planning Permission – Alterations and extensions including erection of single storey extension to side, installation of dormer to rear, construction of three bay carport and erection of 2m high brick piers with 1.l8m high brick wall to driveway entrance

that the Committee objected to this application on the grounds that the car port was not suitable for the front elevation in a Conservation Area; the Committee would support the Conservation Officer’s comments.  The Committee were also concerned that there was a separate application for tree work.

Consultation on the draft Hull to Winestead Rail Trail Management Plan – the Chairman referred to the document that had been circulated to all Cllrs.  Members felt that this could be an opportunity to curb the anti social behaviour of youths riding motorcycles along the track into Hedon with the building of some sort of sensible physical barrier.

Planning Inspector – Appeal decision on ERYC refusal to add a Byway Open to all Traffic from West Lane to Ivy Lane.
Cllrs Dennis and Gallant declared personal interests as they lived in the immediate vicinity.

Cllr Dennis and ERYC Cllr Steel updated members on discussions with Mr G Grimley (ERYC Officer).  The decision meant that the land would not be made a Byway Open to All Traffic but would be made a restricted byway (no motorised vehicles).  ERYC were looking into whether the barrier would need to be moved and also into the installation of Kent Carriage Gaps at either end of the piece of land.

Points of Information and items for next agenda
7.1
Cllr Dennis updated members on his attendance at a recent IDB meeting.  The IDB were concerned that the Environment Agency were not fulfilling their responsibilities to dredge the drain in Hedon (only the section in Hedon was the responsibility of the EA).  The rest of the drain is maintained by the IDB.  There were sections of the drain where residents have extended their gardens thereby blocking access to the area.  This item would be put on the next F&GP Committee agenda for further discussion.
