Town and Country Planning Acts
18/00292 – Saltend Chemicals Park, Saltend Lane, Preston

Application Type – Strategic Full Planning Permission – Installation of infrastructure to allow the Import and Storage of Acetic Acid comprising: 1) Construction of an Import Pipeline; 2) Construction of a concreted Tank Bund; 3) Construction of 2 Above Ground Storage Tanks (maximum height 30m); 4) Ancillary Infrastructure including pipework, process pumps, pipe supports, electrical switchroom and effluent management
Resolved:
that the Committee had no objections to the application; however they did support the Environment Agency’s comments and would prefer to see no increase in traffic movements connected to this application

18/00463 – Saltend Chemicals Park, Saltend Lane, Preston

Application Type – Strategic Full Planning Permission – Installation of two liquid nitrogen tanks

18/00366 – Denehurst, 7 Fletchergate, Hedon

Application Type – Tree Works in a Conservation Area – T1, T2, T3, T4, Lime x 4: fell due to T1 blocking view onto busy road, T2 co-dominant stems, T3-T4, suppressed, all with old pollards, decay pockets and damaging wall
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Members noted that the updated application did not include T1 but only referred to T2, T3 and T4 following information received from ERYC Tree Officer.

that the Committee supported the comments of the Tree Officer and if permission was given would like to see three replacement trees planted on the site

18/00515 – The Paddock, Souttergate, Hedon

Application Type – Works to Protected Trees – Lime: fell due to large open basal cavity with extensive decay and fungi present

that the Committee supported the Tree Officer’s recommendations and if permission was given would like to see a replacement tree planted

18/00550 – 4 Astley Close, Hedon

Application Type – Full Planning Permission – Erection of single storey extension to rear and first floor extension to side with part garage conversion
