To consider outcome of the recent traffic survey for Watsons Park/St Anthony’s Park area
Members of the public were in attendance at the meeting for this item and were allowed to speak.
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There was a lengthy discussion with members of the public about the survey results produced by ERYC and the desired outcome in respect of traffic calming measures for residents of the area.  Two areas of action were identified that would improve the safety of people and property – reducing or eliminating the HGVs that used the area as a ratrun and putting in place physical traffic calming measures to slow the speed of traffic.

that the Town Council would write to ERYC requesting action be taken on the following two points on the grounds of safety:  reducing or eliminating the HGVs that use this area as a ratrun and installing physical traffic calming measures that would reduce the speed of traffic

To consider an upgrade to the Town Council’s website

Members referred to the information received from Vision ICT in respect of upgrading the current website which was cumbersome and out of date.  Members noted that an upgrade had not been included in the budget for the current financial year and would be met out of general reserves.
Resolved:
that the Town Council upgrades its website in accordance with the quote received from Vision ICT

To consider extra facilities on upgraded CCTV system – mobile devices/voice facility

The Chairman updated members on the CCTV upgrade which was nearing completion.  The police and the contractor were discussing improvements to the original quotation in light of the Hedon Police Station being manned.  The suggested improvements consisted of an additional camera at the Station Car Park covering the old railway track; the ability to send the camera images direct to a dedicated monitor at Hedon Police Station and an amplifier box in the vicinity of St Augustine’s boundary wall where anti social behaviour regularly took place.  Members noted that the provision of these improvements were still being investigated and might be dependent on outside factors eg ability to tap into ERYC electricity supply/suitable broadband connections etc.
Resolved:
that the Town Clerk was given authority to spend up to £600 on the above improvements; if the costs exceeded this figure then this item would be brought back to a future meeting 
13.
To consider renewal of CPRE membership

The Chairman referred to the membership renewal form for CPRE which had been previously circulated to all members.

To note report from Hedfest Working Group and approve actions taken  
The Chairman updated members on the actions taken by the Hedfest Working Group and copies of notes had been previously circulated to all Cllrs.  Programmes were now available for sale in various locations and the focus should now be on marketing the event.  The Chairman had updated the budget in light of an additional £2.2k of income and underspends on Children’s Activities and printing costs which had allowed for a £1.3k higher spend on school facility hire and the carnival parade.  Some concerns were raised about how decisions were taken and all members were reminded that they were collectively responsible for the budget for the event.  The Chairman noted that amendments to the budget were made regularly as more information became available and reported to the F&GP Committee via the Hedfest report and notes of meetings.

E-mail: Hedon involvement with the ‘Tour de Yorkshire’
Cllr Dennis outlined his discussions with ERYC; a case had already been put forward for the inclusion of Hedon and Withernsea but it was the decision of the race organisers, not ERYC.

E-mail: use of Iveson Car Park for long term parking.
Members discussed the contents of the e-mail which asked for action in persuading those that parked long term in Iveson car park to use others that were actually for long term parking thereby freeing up space for shoppers and visitors.  Members noted that Church Lane car park was inaccessible until the refurbishment of the library was complete.
