Update re repair of roof over shared toilets with Alexandra Hall
Cllr Goldspink declared a personal interest as she was the Town Council’s representative on the Alexandra Hall Committee.
The Chairman reminded Councillors that the recent emergency repairs to the roof over the men’s toilets had been carried out and paid for by the Alexandra Hall Committee.  The Town Council had authorised repairs to the roof at a previous meeting but there had been a delay in the work being carried out which was no fault of the Council.  
Resolved:
that the Town Council would reimburse the Alexandra Hall Committee for the cost of the emergency repairs up to a limit of £500

To consider action re repair/decoration of Town Hall front elevation
A specification and quotation had been sought from a contractor that specialised in historic buildings; investigations were being carried out on the best way of tackling the layers of paint before the quote was put together.
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6. Update re insurance claim for repair to Skate Park surface
Members noted that the insurance claim was progressing and all details had been passed to the insurance company.

Update re report on St Augustine’s Church Clock

Cllr Goldspink declared a pecuniary interest in this item as she was a member of the PCC.
Members noted that Smiths of Derby had considered the report but did not think that there would be any financial implications to the Council; they would make a thorough inspection during their maintenance visit in July/August 2018.

Update following Scout Lease Working Group meeting
