Application Type – Variation of Condition – Variation of Condition 13 (approved plans) of planning permission 16/02257/PLF
Resolved:
that the Committee had no comment to make and would defer to the Planning Officer’s recommendation
18/02879 – Mill House, Paull Road, Hedon
Cllr Dennis declared a personal interest.

Application Type – Tree Works in a Conservation Area – Oak: 10% crown thin, remove dead wood and crown clean removing any weak or snapped branches.
Resolved:
that the Committee would defer to the Tree Officer’s recommendation
18/02818 – 54 Souttergate, Hedon
Application Type – Full Planning Permission – Erection of single storey extension to rear following removal of existing conservatory
Resolved:
that the Committee supported the application
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18/02856 – Magdalen Lane Amenity Area, Hedon
Application Type – Work on Protected Trees (TPO) (Hedon North) 1976 Ref: 78 G34 Horse Chestnut (T112) – shorten the southern bough at 4m by 2.5m and the southern bough at 4.5m by 3m.  Reason – too long for the level of decay.  Horse Chestnut (T116) – shorten the first bough over the road by 2m.  Reason – too long for the level of decay.  English Oak (T130) – shorten the first roadside bough to the knuckle bend 2m from the trunk.  Reason – too long for its bore
Resolved:
that the Committee would defer to the Tree Officer’s recommendation
18/02862 – Hedon Cemetery, Ivy Lane, Hedon
Application Type – Tree work in a Conservation Area – Fell semi-mature Ash 2.5m to NW of T148 and poison the stump.  Reason – crowding the red horse chestnut and the semi-mature London plane
Resolved:
that the Committee would defer to the Tree Officer’s recommendation
18/02860 – Allotment Site, Sheriff Highway, Hedon
Application Type – Tree work in a Conservation Area – Ash (T398) – reduce first branch at 8m on southern side by 4m.  Reason – spindly bough.  (This work may have been undertaken because there was some storm damage to address off in Love Lane).  Ash (T403) – fell.  Reason – rotten.  Sycamore (T406) – reduce the lane-side stem to 9m.  Reason – weak cleft
Resolved:
that the Committee would defer to the Tree Officer’s recommendation
18/02993 – Lambert House, 48 Sheriff Highway, Hedon

Application Type – Tree work in a Conservation Area – Holly x 2: fell due to excessive shading and damage to building; Apple: fell on boundary fence and causing issues to neighbouring residents.  The Chairman noted that the application had been received too late for inclusion on the agenda but that the reply deadline would expire before the next Planning Committee Meeting.  The ERYC Tree Officer had explained that urgent work was required because of a dangerously leaning tree and damage being caused.

Blue Plaques (9) - suggestions
Following discussion it was agreed that the Chairman would circulate a list of suitable buildings and Cllrs would indicate which buildings they felt were most appropriate in order for a final list to be put together at the next meeting.
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7.
Correspondence
7.1
Notice of appeal against refusal of planning permission for a change of use from retail/store to hot food takeaway and installation of extraction flue at 18b Market Place, Hedon – the Chairman reminded Members of the Town Council’s recommendation to ERYC and the reasons for ERYC’s refusal.  The correspondence was noted.

7.2
Merrywick Hall, Hedon – the Chairman referred to the e-mail from ERYC declining to meet Councillors on site to discuss the stage of the grass verge and suggesting that the Town Council get the work done itself.  Members felt that their concerns had been dismissed and the Town Clerk was asked to write to the head of the department expressing the Committee’s disappointment and annoyance.  

Resolved:
that the Works Supervisor would be asked to dig over and grass the uneven area to avoid further accidents subject to written permission for the work to go ahead being obtained from ERYC

Points of Information and items for next agenda
8.1
The Chairman referred to information that he had circulated to all Cllrs showing that the replacement windows that were being put in at the Library were white PVC rather than the wooden ones recommended in the Notice of Decision.  Cllr Dennis, in his role as Ward Councillor, had contacted the Head of Development Control to ask why white PVC windows had been used rather than wood which would have enhanced the street scene in the Conservation Area.  It seemed to be an opportunity missed by ERYC.  Cllr Dennis had not yet heard back from Mr S Hunt.  Members were disappointed that ERYC had not supported the Town Council and the Town Clerk was asked to write to Mr Hunt.
8.2
The Town Clerk gave an update on the YEP application; information was still being received from the applicant with regard to the outstanding objections from Natural England and Highways England.  It was unlikely that the application would go ERYC Planning Committee before October.  Cllr Dennis updated members on plans for press coverage of a peaceful march/demonstration against the application when confirmation is received of the ERYC Committee date.  Members agreed that the Town Council PA system could be used.
