Confirmation of the Minutes 
The Minutes of the meeting of the Property Committee of the Hedon Town Council held on 12 July 2018 were agreed as being a correct record of the proceedings thereat.

Declaration of Interests

It was agreed that any declaration of interest be dealt with at the time the relevant item was discussed.

There were no dispensations to be noted.

Pecuniary interests were declared by Cllrs Billany, Black, Marshall, Rommell and West for the following two agenda items as they were members of the Amy Black Community Centre Committee whose building is immediately next to the Scout hut on shared land owned by the Town Council.  They left the room and took no part in the discussion or vote.  Cllr Gallant took the chair as both the Chairman and Vice Chairman of Property Committee Meeting had left the room.

To approve draft Heads of Terms document for renewal of lease to Scout Hut

The Chairman noted that a draft document was in the last stages of preparation and a final draft should be received from Rolitts Solicitors within the next ten days.

Land at Sheriff Highway
5.1
Subsidence problem with Scout building and the field – update:  Members noted that the Town Council General Works Supervisor and the Council’s Tree Consultant were investigating if any work was required to trees owned by the Town Council and, if so, what should be done.   No work should be carried out until the investigations are complete.
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5.2
Request from Scouts to site a modular unit during repair works:  Members had been circulated with a drawing showing the dimensions of the proposed unit.  Members agreed that more information was required on when this would happen and for how long and Cllrs Dennis and Gallant would arrange a meeting with the Scouts representative on site to obtain more information.  Members also agreed that any modular building could not be put onto the car park area as this would cause unnecessary problems for users of the Amy Black Centre.   
Resolved:
that Cllrs Dennis and Gallant would meet with Scout representative on site to obtain more information

Decoration of Town Hall frontage/work to Council Chamber wooden floor - update
Members praised the works carried out to both the front of the Town Hall and the Council Chamber floor.  It was agreed that the Town Clerk would look into getting the brass handle of the Town Hall and the brass plaque cleaned.

that the invoice for the works should be paid

Roof repairs over Alexandra Hall/Town Hall toilets - update
Cllr Goldspink declared a personal interest as she was the Town Council’s representative on the Alexandra Hall Committee.

The Chairman updated members on events since the work was awarded to Contractor C (who had subsequently withdrawn).  After discussion Members agreed to award the work to Contract A and noted the extra cost for an insurance backed guarantee for the work.  The Town Clerk had forwarded the relevant insurance/guarantee information to the Alexandra Hall representative and Members hoped that agreement could be reached on Contractor A carrying out the whole of the work.
Resolved:
that the work would be awarded to Contractor A in accordance with the original quote plus an amount for an insurance backed guarantee

Update – cleaning/restoration of paintings in Council Chambers

The Town Clerk had begun investigations into the cost of restoring and cleaning the two large paintings in the Council Chambers.  A quote had been received (done from photographs) and an expert from a second company (recommended by Ferens Art Gallery) had visited the Town Hall in order to provide a second quote.  A report and quote would be available in time for the next Property Committee Meeting.

Parking Enforcement – Iveson Car Park update

The Chairman updated members; ERYC had been authorised to enforce the time limit on the Town Council’s portion of Iveson Car Park and given the contact details for Marstons Breweries so that authority could be obtained from them for the remainder of the car park.  Additional signage had been installed to point car drivers to long term car parks.

To consider provision of a skip for the allotments

Cllr Black declared a personal interest as he was a tenant on the allotment site.


A skip had been provided for a weekend in October 2017 so that allotment holders could dispose of their rubbish; the cost had been £115.

that the Town Clerk would organise a skip for the allotment site over a weekend in October for tenants to dispose of their rubbish
