Town and Country Planning Acts
18/02864 – Chapelry Garth Amenity Land, Chapelry Garth, Hedon
Application Type – Works to Protected Trees – Ash (T184) – Fell and grind stump – Reason: a regen pollard with decay beneath the seats of regeneration.  Horse Chestnut (T189) – Remove broken branch on western stem.
Resolved:
that the Committee would defer to the Tree Officer’s recommendation
18/02977 – Hedon Cemetery, Ivy Lane, Hedon
Application Type – Tree Works to Protected Trees – (T146) Red Horse Chestnut – reduce 7m bough on the road side by 2.5m in length as liable to wind damage.  (T148) Red Horse Chestnut – reduce by 2.5m to accommodate cavity.  (T150) Red Horse Chestnut – reduce in height by 1m due to deep cavity in trunk.

Application Type – Full Planning Permission – Erection of two storey extension to rear following removal of existing conservatory, installation of first floor window to sides, and erection of detached garden room to rear.

Blue Plaques (9) - suggestions
After a lengthy discussion it was agreed that four properties should be approached initially to have blue plaques put up.

Resolved:
that the following properties should have a plaque installed and, where necessary, an approach would be made to the owners: Painter’s Cottages (Souttergate), A B Coates (George Street), the building that encompasses Cooplands to Fresh’n’Fruity (Market Place) and 2 Churchgate

To consider pre-consultation on proposed Humber International Enterprise Park (HIEP) development
The Chairman referred to the pre-consultations that had taken place for the above proposed development that had been well attended, and a letter of objection which had been circulated to all Members.  Members noted that the purpose of the consultation was so that developers could seek out and address concerns before putting a planning application into ERYC, and that further consultation was planned.  Members felt that residents should be given another opportunity to see any amended plans before they are sent to ERYC.
Resolved:
that the Town Clerk write to the developers and ERYC recognising that although the land is in the Local Plan, the features of the development are of great concern as they are currently put forward; with specific reference to the following:

· The development comes too close to Hedon, Paull and Preston South

· There needs to be a substantial green belt left between the development and Hedon; this amenity area could include the lagoons (flood alleviation)

· The structures that are close too residents’ homes in Paull are too close and too high

· Flooding concerns on the site itself and the consequences for Hedon

· Traffic access to the site should be from Paull Road not the Kingstown roundabout

· Concerns at the amount of traffic that will be generated by the size of the development

The Chairman noted the replies from ERYC on the gable end wall and the grass verge (the work had been carried out on the verge).
