Confirmation of the Minutes

Armistice Memorial
4.1
To consider content of QR Square:  Members agreed that Martin Craven of the Hedon Museum should be consulted on what information should be included in the content.  
Resolved:
that the Town Clerk write to Dr Martin Craven of the Hedon Museum to explain the project and ask for opinions on what should be included in the content

To consider lighting the memorial: Members agreed that it would be advantageous to light the Memorial and the Town Clerk was asked to investigate the cost and practicability of doing so.

Resolved:
that the town Clerk would investigate the cost and practicability of lighting the Armistice Memorial

5.
Tree work on Farbridge Lane - update
Cllr Goldspink declared a personal interest

The Chairman noted that the Town Clerk had met with both residents in order to clarify the trees that required work before an application could be sent to ERYC.  The tree in relation to no 4 Farbridge was to the side of the property rather than at the rear and did not require felling but did require some cutting back.

6.
To consider proposal from ERYC re improvements to area serving the overpumping station on Greville Road playing field

Cllr Thurston declared a personal interest as he has a family member living in close proximity to the area.

The Chairman referred to plans which had been previously circulated to all Cllrs.  
Resolved:
that the Town Council had no objections to the proposed plans and would prefer a spiked fence
7.
To note Town Hall room hire by The Hub School (Oct – Dec)

Members noted that agreement had been reached with The Hub school for hire of the Town Hall at a weekly rate and that the hire was due to finish at the end of December.  Members were willing for the arrangement to continue into the new year if required so long as the arrangement could be stopped at short notice if required.

8.
To consider meeting with ERYC re injury collisions record in the Market Place
The Chairman reminded Members of the proposal put forward by ERYC with regard to extending the pavement on the Market Place and installing chevron parking which had been turned down by the Town Council.  Members agreed that a meeting with Mark Jessop of ERYC to discuss ways of improving safety would be useful and the Town Clerk was asked to get a map showing the exact location of the injury collisions referred to in the e-mail.
Resolved:
that Mark Jessop should be invited to attend a meeting at 6.15pm on Thursday 14 February 2019 prior to the Committee meetings

Update re damage to Thorn Road fence (Jan ’18)

The Town Clerk updated members on the situation with regard to the Small Claims Court claim for damages.  The driver of the car had been totally unaware of the Town Council’s letters and subsequent claim as he had moved prior to the accident and the address provided by Humberside Police Collisions Dept had been incorrect.  The driver had paid the cost of the damage immediately he had become aware of the situation, and was in the process of applying to the Courts to have the County Court Judgement set aside.

that Members supported the actions taken by the Town Clerk who was thanked for her handling of the situation

To consider provision of additional allotments
Cllr Dennis raised the possibility of purchasing extra land for allotments; however as there was only a short waiting list it might not necessarily be economical to do so.  Members discussed a piece of land that may be for sale as either allotments or amenity land and the Town Clerk was asked to write to the owner to find out what their plans were for the future of the piece of land 
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Resolved:
that the Town Clerk would write to the owner of the land discussed, find out what their future plans were and report back to the Committee

Update re landscaping work to Station car park:  Members understood from ERYC’s reply to the resident that he was being asked to wait until the security fence was in place before being able to look at any landscaping for the car park.  Members did not have any other suggestions for other areas and preferred Station car park to be planted first as originally agreed.  The Town Clerk would reply to the resident.
