Confirmation of the Minutes 
The Minutes of the meeting of the Property Committee of the Hedon Town Council held on 6 December 2018 were agreed as being a correct record of the proceedings thereat.

Declaration of Interests

It was agreed that any declaration of interest be dealt with at the time the relevant item was discussed.

Armistice Memorial
Cllr G Thurston declared a personal interest in items 4.1 and 4.1 as he was a member of the British Legion

4.1
Content of QR Square - update:  The Chairman referred to documentation from Mr T Porter (who had been asked by Dr Craven to liaise on the content of the QR Square) which Councillors were grateful for.  After a general discussion Members agreed that the presentation of the information contained on the QR Square should be varied, including photos and videos, as well as articles.  Items should be short but informative.  It was suggested that the information could be stored on a page within the Town Council website and accessed via a link on the square.  Suggestions were put forward as to who might have sufficient technical knowledge to help with this project and associated costs.

Resolved:
that an approach would be made to a contact known to Cllr Gallant to see if he would be willing to help with the project and ascertain what sort of costs would be involved

Lighting the memorial - update:  Cllr West and the Town Clerk had met with an ERYC officer to look into lighting the memorial; discussions had included the type of lighting, installation and ongoing electricity costs, and the time the light would be on.  A demonstration evening was being arranged to find a suitable lighting fixture; Members would be informed when the arrangements had been made.

Update on application to set aside judgement re claim through Small Claims Court (Thorn Road damage to fence)
The Town Clerk updated Members that the judgement had been set aside and no further action was required.

6.
Update re enquiry into ownership of land on Ketwell Lane
The Town Clerk had been in contact with the owners of the land and it was noted that the land had been tidied up and a new fence put in.  GT – certainly an improvement on what it was.

7.
To note perimeter fencing proposed by ERYC for Station Car Park

Members noted the proposals and supported the proposals.
Resolved:
that the proposals put forward by ERYC were supported
8.
To consider request from Hedon Haven Trust to hire Town Hall free of charge for presentation evening on Monday 21 January
The Chairman referred to the request form the Hedon Haven Trust to use the Council Chambers free of charge for their presentation evening.  Members supported the request.
Resolved:
that the Hedon Haven Trust would be given the use of the Town Hall Council Chambers free of charge for their presentation evening on Monday 21 January
9.
To consider request re National Heritage Open Days (13-22 September 2019)
The Chairman referred to a letter from Mr T Porter outlining his suggestions for the inclusion of the Town Hall in the National Heritage Open Days.  Members supported opening the Town Hall for Friday/Saturday/Sunday (11-13 Sept) from 11am to 3pm.  Councillors would arrange a rota for Saturday/Sunday nearer the time.  After discussion it was agreed that it would not be appropriate to have any of the historic silver items on show for security reasons.    
Resolved:
that the Town Council would take part in the National Heritage Open Days by opening the Town Hall from 11am to 3pm on Friday/Saturday/Sunday (11 – 13 Sept)   
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10.
To consider request from Hedon History Walks (Mr Porter) to plant Haven Basin wooded area
The Chairman referred to a letter received which had been previously circulated to all Councillors, and noted that there were already bluebells in this area and the General Works Supervisor was scheduled to plant snowdrops.  However, Members were very grateful for the offer of £100 towards bulbs and the Town Clerk was asked to write to Mr Porter accepting his offer and to make arrangements for the planting of bulbs in the wooded area of Haven Basin.  It was agreed that care should to be taken to allow for a pathway through the area.  
Resolved:
that the offer made be accepted and arrangements made to plant bulbs in the wooded area of Haven Basin
11.
To consider lighting project for Market Place – update
Cllr West referred Cllrs to information provided on costs and drawings.  He suggested that the number of lampposts be reduced to four which would be more acceptable to ERYC.  Also that the Council use steel columns with embellishment kits instead of cast iron posts which are not acceptable to ERYC because they crack if hit by a vehicle which has safety issues.  The posts could be used for xmas lights and/or banners and bunting in the future.  After discussion Members supported the project as proposed.
Resolved:
that the project was supported and updated costs should be obtained

12.
To consider replacement bollards outside the Post office and HSBC building to a more appropriate style
Cllr Black outlined his proposal of replacing the bollards in the town centre - starting with the Market Place - to a style more suitable to the conservation area (he referred to the bollards that are in situ on the corner of Fletchergate and St Augustine’s Gate.  A request had been made to the ERYC when the bollards had first been installed for a type more in keeping with the conservation area but it had been ignored.  Members felt that this would complement the Market Place lighting project.
Resolved:
that a letter was sent to ERYC requesting the replacement of the bollards in the Market Place to something more in line with those on the corner of Fletchergate/St Augustine’s Gate which were more suitable to an historic town centre

To consider promotion of ‘Men in Sheds’ project
Cllr Dennis outlined the ‘Men in Sheds’ project that was gathering support across East Riding; Members agreed that an article should be included in the Town council newsletter giving information on the project.
14.
Correspondence
14.1
Members noted that the meeting with Mr Mark Jessop (ERYC Principal Transport Policy Officer) re Market Place collision record had been confirmed for 6.15pm on Thursday 14 February 2019.
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14.2
To consider enquiry from the Youth Offending Team re work for young people in the community – after discussion Members agreed that this would be a good idea and suggestions included planting bulbs at Haven Basin, litterpicking and cutting back brambles on public rights of way.  Members noted that although the workers were supervised on a one to one basis; all equipment would need to be supplied by the Town Council. The Town Clerk was asked to contact the Restorative Justice Officer and discuss the suggestions to see if any where suitable.  
14.3
Report from A Whitehead Associates Ltd – trees on Burstwick Drain – The Chairman reported on advice received from ERNLLCA after the production of the meeting agenda which stated that, as the content of the report was confidential, members of the public and press should be asked to leave the meeting for this item.  Members agreed and members of the public and press left the meeting.

Cllrs Billany, Black and West declared personal interests in this item as they were members of the Amy Black Community Centre Committee which was adjacent to the land under discussion.  

Following a discussion it was agreed that the proposals contained in the report and accompanying letter should be followed and the Town Clerk was asked to write to the Environment Agency and arrange the meeting as suggested.
Resolved:
that the Town Clerk write to the Environment Agency and arrange the meeting as set out in the report

Members’ points of information and items for the agenda
15.1
It was noted that the mobile library unit will be removed from Church Lane Car Park on Thursday 17 January.  The car park will be closed until mid-afternoon for public safety whilst heavy equipment is brought in to remove everything remaining.  The car park will be fully open from Friday 18 January.

The Town Clerk referred to an e-mail that had been received requesting the Council to consider providing an Outdoor Gym in Hedon.  Members felt that this was an interesting proposal but not one they felt the Council could take forward at the moment.
