Confirmation of the Minutes 
The Minutes of the meeting of the Property Committee of the Hedon Town Council held on 10 January 2019 were agreed as being a correct record of the proceedings thereat.

It was agreed that any declaration of interest be dealt with at the time the relevant item was discussed.

Armistice Memorial
Cllr G Thurston declared a personal interest in items 4.1 and 4.2 as he was a member of the British Legion

4.1
Content of QR Square - update:  Mr Langcaster had indicated an interest in the project but would require access to the website and there would be a cost.  The Town Clerk was asked to obtain this information and put on the F&GP Committee agenda.
Resolved:
that more information on the cost be sought before access was considered
4.2
Lighting the memorial - update:  Members felt that the costs were on the high side and Cllr West was asked to investigate other suitable equipment.  Cllr Gallant confirmed that the WW1 Armistice group had agreed that the surplus funds from the fundraising could be used and Members agreed to cover the remainder of the cost.  This item would be on the next F&GP Committee Agenda once updated costs were available.  The Town Clerk was asked to send a letter of thanks to Mr Robinson for his time and help.
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Resolved:
that, although Cllr West would investigate alternative equipment to try and reduce the cost; the Town Council approved expenditure on a light for the Armistice Memorial but actual costs would be approved at F&GP Committee
5.
To Consider replacement bollards in the Market Square 
The Chairman referred to the e-mail from ERYC which set out costs and which had been previously circulated to all Cllrs.  Members felt that this project should be undertaken in the future and should form part of budget discussions in 2020/2021.
Resolved:
that no further action be taken at this time but this project should form part of the budget discussions in 2020/2021
6.
To Consider protection of amenity land ie damage from horses hooves (Cllr Thurston) 

Members discussed the problems caused by horses on grassland and possible solutions.  No further action to be taken at this time.
7.
To Consider request for a salt bin on Ivy Lane (near Cemetery entrance)

The Chairman referred to the request for a salt bin on Ivy Lane/Cemetery entrance.  Members agreed that a salt bin would be well used at this location and the Town Clerk was asked to pursue this.  There was a suggestion that the Town Council had been offered six salt bins at no charge some years ago and the Town Clerk was asked to investigate.
Resolved:
that the Town Clerk find out the cost of installing a salt bin at the Cemetery entrance and enquire about the offer of six free salt bins from ERYC some years ago
8. To consider expenditure in connection with banding of memorial stones in need of maintenance (in accordance with inspection carried out )
The Chairman referred to the information provided by the Cemetery Supervisor on the cost of banding memorial stones highlighted as low/medium risk and requiring some maintenance in the recent inspection.  After a lengthy discussion Members felt that the cost of banding headstones was high and any repair costs should be borne by the owners of the headstones.  Members were reminded that the old cemetery records were in a poor state and it might not be possible to contact all owners.
Resolved:
that the Town Clerk should try and contact the owners of headstones highlighted in the inspection report; if any headstones were deemed unsafe they should be laid down rather than banded

To consider the suitability of “The Orchard Project” for Hedon
The Chairman referred to an e-mail and information received from a resident on the above project.  After discussion Members felt they did not have enough information on the project to make a decision and the Town Clerk was asked to invite the resident to address the next meeting.
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Resolved:
that the Town Clerk issue an invitation to Mr Hurd to address Members at the next Property Committee Meeting on the viability of this project
