Confirmation of the Minutes 
The Minutes of the meeting of the Property Committee of the Hedon Town Council held on 14 February 2019 were agreed as being a correct record of the proceedings thereat.

Declaration of Interests

It was agreed that any declaration of interest be dealt with at the time the relevant item was discussed.

4.
‘The Orchard Project’ for Hedon - update
The resident who had raised the possibility of the project had been invited to attend the meeting and address the Committee about bringing the project to Hedon.  
The meeting was suspended while the resident made representation to the Councillors.
The project would be run by a community group/charity that would plant and maintain the orchard for the benefit of the community (number of trees would depend on land available but 5 trees was the definition of an orchard). The produce would be freely available to all and the area would be of educational use to the local schools.  Grants and funding were available and could be accessed by the group once permission had been given for use of land for the project.  Various areas of Town Council owned land had been identified as suitable with Haven Basin and Elsiegate being the favoured areas.  The first step was to obtain permission from the Town Council for use of land before publicising through local media and formulating a group from volunteers.

The meeting was reopened.

Members agreed that the project was a good idea in principle but that more investigation was needed into lease/licence arrangements that would need to be put in place for use of Council owned land, and the constitution of the community group/charity that would be required, if the project was to go ahead.  
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Members felt that the first step was to visit the suggested sites with the resident.  The resident was asked to send details of his availability to the Town Clerk so that a suitable date could be arranged.
Resolved:
that the Chairman and Deputy Chairman of the Property Committee, along with any other Members who wished, would visit the suggested sites with the resident and report back to the Committee
5.
To consider expenditure on a salt bin on Ivy Lane (near Cemetery entrance)
Cllrs Dennis and Gallant declared personal interests as they live in the vicinity of the proposed site.
An application had been made to ERYC for the provision of a salt bin at this location but the request had been declined.  The cost to the Town Council to install a bin would be £340 plus VAT (this included the initial fill).  Maintenance visits (usually 2/3 per winter season) were costed at £41 plus VAT each.  The Town Clerk had investigated the offer of free salt bins but could find no evidence of this and the former Town Clerk had no knowledge of an offer from ERYC.  It was noted that the expenditure was likely to be in the next financial year.
Resolved:
that the expenditure on a salt bin at the entrance to the Cemetery on Ivy Lane was approved 
6.
To note removal of skate park hut and consider donation to removal costs

Members noted that the hut had finally been removed and that the area had been cleared and reseeded.  The resident that had removed the hut had incurred costs in doing so.  Members were grateful that the hut had been removed but did not feel it was appropriate to contribute to the moving of the hut.
Resolved:
that the request for donation to removal costs was refused
7. Correspondence
Cllrs Billany, Black, Marshall, Rommell and West declared interests in this item.

To consider request from Hedon Scout Group for sole use of the field on 27 April 2019 for St George’s Fun Day – Members thanked the Scout Group for notifying the Council and had no objection to the request.

8. Members’ points of information and items for the agenda
11.1 Members noted that the Speed Indicator Signs would be installed within the month on St Anthony’s Park; the Town Clerk had meet with an ERYC officer to agree suitable sites – it was hoped that the invoice would be received before the end of the financial year.
11.2 VSS would be installing the four CCTV cameras at Station Car Park – work commencing 18 March 2019.  The work to extend the broadband connection from the Town Hall to Alexandra Hall will be done at the same time.
