Town and Country Planning Acts

19/01619 – 5A Thorn Road, Hedon
Application Type:  Full Planning Permission – Erection of single storey extension to rear and roof alterations
Resolved:
that the Committee had no objections to the application but concerns were raised that the site was on a busy road near a bus stop; ERYC should ensure that contractors’ vehicles/skips do not cause an obstruction
19/01770 – St Anthonys, 8 Baxtergate, Hedon
Application Type:  Full Planning Permission – Erection of boundary fence to front (retrospective)
Resolved:
that the Committee objected to the application as the section of fence is too high and causes a sense of enclosure to the neighbour; also the concrete kerb stone underneath the fence sticks out too far onto the narrow pavement causing a trip hazard
Should the ERYC Planning Officer not agree with the Council’s recommendations, the application should be put before the ERYC Planning Committee.
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The following application had been received after the publication of the agenda but due to the reply deadline, Members agreed to deal with the application.

19/01851 – Lambert House, 48 Sheriff Highway, Hedon
Application Type:  Tree Works in a Conservation Area – Beech, Copper (T059); crown lift to 3.5m to improve access and form.  Sycamore (T072); crown lift to 3m to support under-storey/shrub layer.  Dead wood (major greater than 25mm) seer ivy at base.  Scyamore (T076); reduce number of emerging branches to 1 and undertaken formative pruning to re-establish lower canopy.  Cypress, Lawson (T084) and Yes, English (T085); crown lift to 3m for pedestrian access.  Chestnut, Horse (T118); cronw lift to 2.5m for pedestrian access, localised pruning to remove emerging competitive leading branches, formative prune young tree.  Ash, Common (T119); remove climbing ornamental plant from crown.  Rowan (T120); dead wood (minor less than 25mm) and remove ivy to re-assess structural condition.  Plum, Purple-leaved (T123); sever ivy at base. Lime, Common (T112, T113, T115, T116); crown lift to 6m for improved form, sever ivy at base and remove epicormics.

that the Committee would defer to the Tree Officer’s recommendations

Conservation Area – Review
Cllr J Dennis declared a personal interest in the item where it referred to the Nippers Nursery site on Magdalen Lane as the applicant had asked for advice.

Cllr Thurston raised two recent planning situations where the Conservation planning principles had been involved - Wychcroft and Magdalen Gate.  Members felt that not enough protection was being given to the conservation of the town.  It was noted that the most recent review of the Conservation Areas in Hedon had been carried out in 2006 and it was felt that a review of the Conservation Area was overdue.

that a letter was sent to ERYC Planning Department asking when a Conservation Area review for Hedon would be carried out

that no further action be taken on the Nippers Nursery development until Cllr Dennis has met with the owner and reported back to the Committee

Reply from Enforcement Officer re Nippers Nursery, Magdalen Lane – As discussed under Minute no 6, Members were unhappy with the reply received stating that work had been carried out in accordance with the planning permission received, but no further action would be taken until more information was known.

8.1 It was reported that there was a broken window in the flat above the Co-op; the Town Clerk was asked to write and ask that it be repaired.  
8.2 Report from Planning Liaison Seminar – Cllr Thurston gave a short report on the planning liaison seminar which had taken place on Wednesday 5 June.  The presentation information would be sent to the Town Clerk who would forward the information to Members.  The Town Clerk would also forward a link to the interactive map on ERYC’s website showing land allocations that had been put forward under the ongoing Local Plan Review. 
8.3 Members noted that app no 15/02802 – Outline Permission for 24 dwellings on land east of 23 Ness Lane, Preston – had been refused planning permission.
8.4 Cllr Dennis noted that, following the elections, there were new members on the ERYC Planning Committees; he was writing to them all to make them aware of the objections to the Yorkshire Energy Park application.
