Public Spaces Protection Order Review 2019 (Greville Road playing field) - update
Cllr Thurston declared a personal interest as he had family members living in the area of Greville Road.
Members noted that the request for a ‘Dogs on Leads’ Order for Greville Road playing field had been turned down; no decision had yet been made on the ‘Alcohol Prohibition’ Order for Drapers Lane.

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7.
To consider repairs to play area equipment and surface
The recent annual inspection of the play area had highlighted that repairs were required to the black wet pour surface and the Cone Climber equipment and quotes had been sought from three contractors, although only two had quotes had been received.  The Chairman referred to the schedule giving details of the quotes.  Following discussion Members awarded the work to Contractor B.

that contractor B was awarded the work at the quoted cost of £2896
Members noted that, in addition to the above, emergency repairs were required to the gate to the play area and approval was given for the repairs to be carried out as soon as possible.

Market Place Safety Scheme - update
The Town Clerk updated Members; ERYC were in negotiations with the Market Manager for locations for the planters which would stand proud of the kerb on the Market Place as agreed at a meeting of Councillors and Mark Jessop some time ago.  The Town Clerk had requested that once agreement had been reached with the Market Manager, a final drawing would be sent to the Council prior to any work being undertaken.
