Confirmation of the Minutes 
The Minutes of the meeting of the Property Committee of the Hedon Town Council held on 13 June 2019 were agreed as being a correct record of the proceedings thereat.  
Resolved:
That the minutes were confirmed as a true record

Declaration of Interests
a
It was agreed that any declaration of interest be dealt with at the time the relevant item was discussed.

There were no dispensations to be noted.

4.
‘Orchard Project’ – to discuss provision of lease
Members of the community group were in attendance and updated Members on the group’s progress.  The group had completed their charity status registration and were looking into and applying to funding streams.  Elsiegate was confirmed as the required location and the lease should cover the whole of the area to allow for the planting of approx 28 trees with wildflowers which would cut down on maintenance and help biodiversity.  It was hoped to engage primary school leavers to help plant the trees with the younger children planting bulbs; the aim was to get them involved at an early stage which would encourage ownership of the area.  The Council would be involved in supporting and promoting the project and providing a lease for the area.
Members agreed that a working group should be put in place to meet with the Orchard Project members and agree terms for a lease; a detailed map of the area/boundaries would be required.  It was hoped that everything could be in place for November to allow for planting of the trees.

Resolved:
that Cllrs Billany, Brindley, Rommell and Thompson would form a working party to meet with members of the Orchard Project to put together a lease document and plan of the area for approval by Council (deadline aim – September F&GP Committee Meeting)
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5.
Market Place works (Northern Gas Networks) - update
Cllrs Billany and Brindley updated Members on the meeting in the Market Place on Monday 8 July; copy correspondence had been previously circulated.  BG – get in riting that the flagstones are put back as they were.  If stones broken the they are replaced with similar stones. 
Resolved:
that the report was noted; the Town Clerk would write to ERYC requesting confirmation in writing that the pavement flagstones would be replaced and that any damaged stones would be replaced with similar
6.
To approve expenditure on work required to fire alarm system
The Chairman referred to the e-mail received from Advanced Alarms (the company that maintained the current system) which outlined the work required.  Members noted and agreed that a second quote would not be sought as any work done by a different contractor would not be covered under the current maintenance contract. 
Resolved:
that the work was awarded to Advanced Alarms in accordance with their quote of £696.30 plus VAT
7.
Watsons Park
7.1
To consider maintenance of wildflower meadow – Members noted that wildflower meadows had a life span of four to five years following which the area would require rotovating and reseeding.  The Town Clerk was asked to measure the area of wildflower planting and obtain a quote from Heritage Hedging (current contractor) for the work required as a comparison to the quote already received.  

Resolved:
that a comparative quote for maintenance work in Watsons Park be obtained and reported to next meeting

update re tree that came down in June – the tree consultant had reported that there had been a wound in the base of the tree which had been covered by ivy.  He had checked the other trees in this area and they were all fine.
8.
Market Place planter scheme - update
The Chairman referred to an e-mail from ERYC who wanted to replace the proposed planters with bollards in the Market Place.  After a general discussion Members confirmed that they wanted planters rather than bollards.    

Resolved:
that the original plan for the installation of planters was approved
9.
To consider refurbishment of Hedon entrance signs
Members noted the quote received for replacing the post on Thorn Road following a vehicle collision; the entrance sign itself was in the Stores.  In total there were five signs and all required joinery work and replacement of the signage boards.
Thorn Road sign:  a quote had been received for the replacement of the wooden post within the sleeve.  Members agreed that the work should be carried out so that the entrance sign could be reinstated by the General Works Supervisor.
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Resolved:
that the Town Clerk would obtain comparative quotes; the Town Clerk was authorised to award the work, on best value principles, up to a limit of £300

Members noted that the Town Clerk was in the process of obtaining costs for refurbishing the five entrance signs which all required new boards and extensive joinery work.
10.
To consider refurbishment of Hedon Town Council owned bus shelters
It was noted that the shelter in most need of refurbishment was the one on New Road which had been badly damaged over time by a lime tree (now removed).  The shelter was powder coated.  Following investigation the shelter could be painted with a special paint and the Town Clerk was awaiting details of the paint and a price for the work.  Members agreed that all the bus shelters required work eg new Perspex panels and painting.  The Town Clerk would look at all options (including the provision of new bus shelters) and obtain costings with a view to reporting back to the next Committee meeting
11. To approve replacement emergency exit following roof repairs over shared toilets

Members noted the information from the roofing company that the emergency steel gangway had had to be scrapped following its removal to allow for repair of the flat roof over the shared toilets.  

Resolved:
that the work was carried out as soon as possible in accordance with the drawing tabled
