Application Type: Variation of Condition – Variation of Condition 2 (External Materials) of planning permission 17/04208/PLF Conversion of redundant grain store to 5 self contained residential units at first and second floor level  
Resolved:
that the Committee objected to the application as the proposed plans showed a Juliet style balcony on the first floor front elevation window which was not shown on the previously approved plans.  Members felt this was an unacceptable change to the street scene and could pose a health and safety risk to pedestrians underneath.  Members supported the Conservation Officer’s view that the windows to the front elevation should remain as timber.

Should the ERYC Planning Officer not agree with the Council’s recommendation, the application should be put before the ERYC Planning Committee
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19/02943 – 86A New Road, Hedon
