Application Type:  Full Planning Permission – Erection of single storey extension to rear, removal of internal chimney breast in en-suite at first floor and re-build both chimneys, erection of a pergola and 1.8m high gate with piers to Station Road entrance

that the Committee objected to the application and supported the points raised by the Conservation Officer; the plans are not in keeping with the character and appearance of the building and the materials used would have to be approved by ERYC
